Installation Procedure for

Acenet 5.1-LV Language Lab software

and Courseware

ACEN Interactive course in Phonetics and Spoken English
(Dongle protected, For Windows XP))

July 2016
Note: Changes for Windows 7 are shown at the end.

This help provides instructions to install Acenet 5.1(LV) software on teacher’s as well as students’ computers. Make sure that you meet all pre requisites before attempting to install. Install all components before trying to use the application. Please follow the simple steps given below to successfully install all the components so that you can derive maximum benefit form the Acen Language lab.

(A qualified computer lab assistant can do this installation)

Pre-requisites 

Windows XP Professional SP-2 for all PCs.

Good quality sound card for all PCs and Headsets- i.e. headphone and microphone combination sets; preferable make ACEN.

Connect headsets and check that the sound card functions work properly. To do this record YOUR VOICE on the Windows sound recorder and test the playback.

Working 100 mbps LAN for all PCs - Workgroup. Check LAN operation by a simple file transfer.

Keep Teacher IP address as 192.168.0.101 to avoid change in default settings in voip 

set up. Use student computers with IP addresses starting from 192.168.0.1 for student no. 1

Firewall/antivirus should be off or provide Exception.

Important: You need dotnet framework on all PCs. If you do not have it on your computers you can access it from Acenet 5.1(LV) setup CD. You can also download this dotnet framework from the internet. 

Teacher Setup:(use CD 1)
Following set up is to be made on the computer reserved for the teacher only.

Acenet 5.1-LV Teacher: 

On Teacher’s PC install Acenet 5.1-LV Teacher setup at c:\Program files\Acen 

Network sharing:      

Share the ‘tempcopy’ folder fully at - 

 c:\Program files\Acen\Acenet 5.1LV Teacher\tempcopy.

voip service: 

To start the voip service on teacher’s computer go to-

C:\Program files\Acen\Acenet 5.1LV Teacher\voipservice- installservice.bat 

and start the service by simply clicking on the icon.

After starting the service, check if the service is actually started in-

      
Start>Settings>Control Panel>Administrative Tools>Services>voip service.     

This should indicate as ‘Started’. Follow instructions on the screen.


( For Windows 7: Start>Control Panel>System and security>Administrative 
Tools>Services>voip service.)

Dongle: 

Connect the USB dongle at teacher’s PC and run the Acenet 5.1(LV) Teacher application from the shortcut available on desktop. Enter password for teacher application as 22222222.  Teacher can change this password if required using ‘Change password’ option. 

The new dongles supplied need to be activated by copying a file SentryDLL5.dll (provided in the Set Up CD) at c:/Program Files/ ACEN/Acenet 5.1- LV Teacher folder in place of the old file of the same name. The new file is 80KB size against the old file of 92 KB size. If you are unable to delete the old file just rename it with some other name and paste the new file.

If you uninstall the ACEN Language lab application for some reason, then after re-installation you may need to paste the new SentryDLL5.dll (80KB) file again as described above.

voip screen: 
As soon as you start the application you will see the voip screen.
Set the voip as follows:

Now your voip is set and application enters into Layout Mode. 

Enter the student nos. in the matrix as per your seating arrangement of the class. Follow the instructions provided on screen.

* If, for any reason, you need to change the layout, delete the layout.txt file from  

C:\Program Files\..\Acenet5.1(LV) Teacher

Launch the program and carryout the layout process again.

VNC software: 

Install VNC software from the CD. Install vnc server and vnc viewer both 

on Teacher PC with No authentication and legacy 3.3

Set vnc sharing option as ‘Always Treat the new connection as shared’.

auditext virtual recorder:

Install auditext virtual recorder (for Windows XP Only) at 


C:\Program files\AcenSoftware
Important Note: Do not use c:\Program files\ACEN folder.

Perform ‘auditext’ Installation as follows:- 

Run the auditext setup.

                          Enter Name - your name as user- Any word or letter or name

                          Enter Company -as your institutes name as a user.

                          Enter Serial as– 4121501
Note:  During ‘Preparation of Lesson’ mode for Teacher- Default auditext Login  

            password for teacher is AcenPlayer 

For Windows 7 or 8 you can use Windows sound recorder.

ACEN Question Bank: 


Install ACEN Question Bank at C:\Program files\AcenSoftware
Run ‘Acenet Question Bank’ and Install ‘ACEN Question Bank’ and ‘ACEN Exam’ on teacher’s PC.

Settings: 
Open the application. In ‘settings’ menu, provide path for all applications as per instructions on screen.
Student  setup 

It is necessary to install the student’s Set Up on all the students’ computers.

(choose the folders as you did for Teacher)

Install Acenet 5.1-LV student setup on all Student PCs from the CD. You need to edit the ‘settings’ file of every student computer. To do this go to – C:\Program files\Acen\Acenet5.1LV Student\AILL
You will see a screen in which the student number is shown as 4 as default. 

Change it to the desired student number.

Enter the IP address of the particular student PC.

Enter the correct paths of all the programs (ACEN Exam; auditext virtual recorder etc.)- 
generally set by default. Include complete path ending with XXX.exe
Install only VNC server on student PCs.

Run ‘Acenet Question Bank’. Install only ‘ACEN Exam’ on all student PCs.

Install auditext virtual recorder. Follow the procedure given for Teacher installation.

Start the Program Acenet 5.1(LV) Student

You will see the VOIP settings screen.

Here only enter the Host IP as the IP address of the Teacher.

Here you must get ‘Login Successful’. If yes:

Click ‘Save’ and exit by clicking X in right hand corner.

If ‘Login Fails’- check all settings again.

Before re-trying 

Click Shut down, 

Click Disconnect 

SOUND MIXER settings: (Important)
Set the sound mixer on all PCs (Teacher and all students) as follows:
Open Windows Sound Mixer settings screen. Choose Properties by double clicking on 
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 symbol on the taskbar as the case may be on your computers.
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For Playback:

For playback option select Volume control, Wave, Microphone, (Front if applicable) and CD Player options from the mixer. Make others options level to zero and deselect them.

For Recording:

For ‘Recording’ select ‘Microphone In’ option from the controls and make level of other options zero and deselect them.

The Users of ACEN language lab do not need a dongle.

Procedure to setup:

The course material works through a specially developed software called ACEN Tutorial. 

Run CD1.Select AcenetTutorial_8.0 or later. It contains file: ACEN_Tutorial_Net_setup
Run the setup. The ACEN Tutorial will be installed. 

Next from CD1 install  ‘auditext Tutorial’.

Next copy the worksheets from the CD2 on the computer. These are pdf images and you need to take a print on a paper so that you can use the copy as a disposable worksheet. Make as many copies of the worksheets as you need either on a printer or photo copy the print.

Now you are in a position to import desired material on your computer from the rest of the CDs. Open the Language Lab application Acenet 5.1 LV ‘Teacher’. Open the Tutorial from menu and proceed as follows.

For Phonetics Course:

Insert CD2. Click on Tutorial and in the selection window browse your CD drive and click on ACEN Interactive course in Phonetics.

Wait till the material is completely unzipped and saved on your computer.

Once done you will see the title in the selection box. Click on the selection and the material will be launched.

Once the material is imported and saved on your computer you do not need the CD any longer in the computer. Keep it safe in case you need to install again.

The material once saved on your computer can be used any number of times by different users.

Note: If you want the Text files for the Phonetics lessons to be displayed to the users paste the text files at: 

C:\Program Files\ACEN\ACEN Tutorial Net\Media

Also make sure that the auditext Tutorial.exe is actually installed in the folder c:\Program Files\ACEN; also make sure that the ACEN Tutorial Net folder is also located in the same ACEN folder. Any mismatch will result in failure in phonetics lessons.

If you find the above two located at different locations cut and paste them in the same location.

For Grammar Course:

Insert CD 3 to import Grammar Part 1. Follow the same procedure as in phonetics above. You will find the mention of grammar part 1 in your selection box. Similarly import Grammar part 2.

Once done, insert CD4 and import Grammar part3 and Grammar Part 4.

Insert CD5 to import Grammar part 5.

Note that each part of Grammar contains 2 lessons. The list of the index page only lists all the lessons. You must go the respective part to open the lesson from the main selection box.

For Vocabulary Course:

To import Vocabulary lesson follow the same procedure using CD6.

For Communication Skills:

Insert CD7 to import Communication Skills on your computer.

Changes for Windows 7

------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------

If you are using Windows 7 or Windows 8 operating system, you need to carry out all the installation as given in above procedure. 

However note that the ‘Auditext Virtual Recorder’ comes in a new version for the Windows7 or Windows 8 operating systems. The folder ‘Auditext for Windows 7’ contains the two exe s for this purpose. Hence carry out all the installation as per above paragraphs and just replace the exe s with the ones provided in the folder ‘Auditext for Windows 7’.

Please note the representative paths.

1. Auditext for Win 7 exe: 

Path - C:\Program Files\Acoustics Engineers\ACEN auditext Virtual Recorder

Or C:\Program Files\AcenSoftware\ACEN auditext Virtual Recorder
Filename: Acen.exe

2. Auditext Tutorial for Win 7 exe:

Path: C:\Program Files\ACEN

Filename: auditextTutorial.exe

3. Path of media files after importing Tutorials:

C:\Users\admin\AppData\Local\VirtualStore\Program Files\ACEN\ACEN Tutorial Net\Media
